b. Question #2: Choose one of the following two questions/topics and respond in 500 words or
less:

i. How have you been challenged during your Odyssey of the Mind experience?

ii. Tell us about a time you used your creative problem solving to solve a non-Odyssey of
the Mind problem.

2. Submit a letter of reference from a team member, coach, advisor, or someone who can support your
essay. A link to an online recommendation form will be provided in the online application. You can
send this link to the person writing your recommendation.

3. Click Here to submit and complete your application. The deadline for all completed applications,
including recommendation letters, is May 15 (sorry, no late applications can be accepted).
